Anthropological study of Colombian women is very recent and has particularly
focussed on peasant women, within the context of rapid capitalist penetration
in agriculture, and on the ideological mechanisms of women's subordination :
either traditional (discourse on their duty to be good wives and mothers) or
modern (stereotyping by the media of women as sex-objects or consumers).
Recently, a good start has been made towards establishing an ethnohistory of
women.
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
