From primary school to university, Quebecers of school age will, on average,
spend a total of 15.3 years in school. This figure represents the sum of rates of
schooling per year of age for a given school year. Educational expectancy in
Quebec has increased 0.9 years since 1987-1988, and is today one of the highest
in the world. Recent gains are due in part to increased completion of primary
and secondary programs by students in the adult education sector. The
remaining gains are at the college and university levels (0.3 years each). The
increased educational expectancy at the post-secondary level is basically due to
greater accessibility.
Females in Quebec are, on the whole, better educated than males. They spend
fewer years in primary and secondary school because they lose less time
repeating years. Since more women are attending college and university, their
educational expectancy in 1992-1993 stood at 3.7 years compared to 2.9 years
for men.
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
