Images of carnival are as useful in understanding the federalist caricatures of
Girerd on the 1980 Referendum as those of an independentist like Berthio.
Girerd's look of the Yes campaign reveals two popular oppositions: between
child and adult and between politician and intellectual. The leaders of the two
options become children playing adult roles in a comical way. Under the biting
satire of the caricaturist, the Yes team inverted its image of rationality by
seeking inappropriate credulous faith from the public. He saw the defeat of the
Yes alternative as the death blow of the alliance between intellectuals,
feminists and the state.
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
